Thacfice does not come from the commandment n¢
take the Lord's Name in vain, as many suppose2wish thought, that commandment refers solely th-o
taking, and is a prohibition against swearing byd&d\Name falsely or frivolously (the word normal
translated as "in vain" literally means "for falsel").

Judaism does not prohibit writing the Name of Ged $e; it prohibits only erasing or defacing a Narhe

God. However, observant Jews avoid writing any Nafm@8od casually because of the risk that the amif
Name might later be defaced, obliterated or destt@ccidentally or by one who does not know better.
The commandment not to erase or deface the nanmBodfcomes from Deut. 12:3. In that passage,
people are commanded that when they take overrtmiged land, they should destroy all things relate
the idolatrous religions of that region, and shauttgrly destroy the names of the local deities.

Immediately afterwards, we are commanded not tthdasame to our God. From this, the rabbferred
that we are commanded not to destroy any holy ttdang not to erase or deface a Name of God.

It is worth noting that this prohibition againsteing or defacing Names of God applies only to Nathat
are written in some kind of permanent form, ancentaabbinicaldecisions have held that writing on
computer is not a permanent form, thus it is netotation to type God's Name into a computer areht
backspace over it or cut and paste it, or copydmiete files with God's Name in them.

fact, the Mishnah recommends using God's Name @mitine greeting to a fellow Jew. Berakhot 9

However, by the time of the Talmud was the custom to use substitute Names for. Gmiine_rabbis
asserted that a person who pronounces YHVH acaptdiits letters (instead of using a substitutey ha
place in the World to Comend should be put to death. Instead of pronognttia four-letter Name, w
usually substitute the Name "Adonai," or simply $dg-Shem" (lit. The Name).

Although the prohibition on pronunciation applieslyoto the four-letter Name, Jews customarily da

pronounce any of God's many Names except in praystudy. The usual practice is to substituteststor
syllables, so that Adonai becomes Adoshem or HarSheohaynu and Elohim become Elokaynu 3
Elokim, etc.

With the Templedestroyed and the prohibition on pronouncing Thaml outside of the Templ
pronunciation of the Name fell into disuse. Sct®lpassed down knowledge of the correct pronuncig
of YHVH for many generations, but eventually thereat pronunciation was lost, and we no longer krn
it with any certainty.

Barnabas and Saul Are Commissioned

1 Among the prophets and teachers of the church at Antioch of Syria were
Barnabas, Simeon (called “the black man™®), Lucius (from Cyrene), Manaen (the
childhood companion of King Herod Antipas™), and Saul. 2 One day as these
men were worshiping the Lord and fasting, the Holy Spirit said, “Dedicate
Barnabas and Saul for the special work to which | have called them.” 3 So after
more fasting and prayer, the men laid their hands on them and sent them on their
way.

Paul’s First Missionary Journey

4 So Barnabas and Saul were sent out by the Holy Spirit. They went down to the
seaport of Seleucia and then sailed for the island of Cyprus. 5 There, in the town
of Salamis, they went to the Jewish synagogues and preached the word of God.
John Mark went with them as their assistant.

6 Afterward they traveled from town to town across the entire island until finally
they reached Paphos, where they met a Jewish sorcerer, a false prophet named
Bar-Jesus. 7 He had attached himself to the governor, Sergius Paulus, who was
an intelligent man. The governor invited Barnabas and Saul to visit him, for he
wanted to hear the word of God. 8 But Elymas, the sorcerer (as his name means
in Greek), interfered and urged the governor to pay no attention to what
Barnabas and Saul said. He was trying to keep the governor from believing.

9 Saul, also known as Paul, was filled with the Holy Spirit, and he looked the
sorcerer in the eye. 10 Then he said, “You son of the devil, full of every sort of
deceit and fraud, and enemy of all that is good! Will you never stop perverting the
true ways of the Lord? 11 Watch now, for the Lord has laid his hand of
punishment upon you, and you will be struck blind. You will not see the sunlight
for some time.” Instantly mist and darkness came over the man’s eyes, and he
began groping around begging for someone to take his hand and lead him.

12 When the governor saw what had happened, he became a believer, for he
was astonished at the teaching about the Lord.

Paul Preaches in Antioch of Pisidia

13 Paul and his companions then left Paphos by ship for Pamphylia, landing at
the port town of Perga. There John Mark left them and returned to Jerusalem. 14
But Paul and Barnabas traveled inland to Antioch of Pisidia.

On the Sabbath they went to the synagogue for the services. 15 After the usual
readings from the books of Moses!® and the prophets, those in charge of the
service sent them this message: “Brothers, if you have any word of
encouragement for the people, come and give it.”
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16 So Paul stood, lifted his hand to quiet them, and started speaking. “Men of
Israel,” he said, “and you God-fearing Gentiles, listen to me.

17 “The God of this nation of Israel chose our ancestors and made them multiply
and grow strong during their stay in Egypt. Then with a powerful arm he led them
out of their slavery. 18 He put up with them!® through forty years of wandering in
the wilderness. 19 Then he destroyed seven nations in Canaan and gave their
land to Israel as an inheritance. 20 All this took about 450 years.

“After that, God gave them judges to rule until the time of Samuel the prophet.
21 Then the people begged for a king, and God gave them Saul son of Kish, a
man of the tribe of Benjamin, who reigned for forty years. 22 But God removed
Saul and replaced him with David, a man about whom God said, ‘I have found
David [gon of Jesse, a man after my own heart. He will do everything | want him
to do.’

23 “And it is one of King David’s descendants, Jesus, who is God’s promised
Savior of Israel! 24 Before he came, John the Baptist preached that all the
people of Israel needed to repent of their sins and turn to God and be baptized.
25 As John was finishing his ministry he asked, ‘Do you think | am the Messiah?
No, | am not! But he is coming soon—and I'm not even worthy to be his slave
and untie the sandals on his feet.’

26 “Brothers—you sons of Abraham, and also you God-fearing Gentiles—this
message of salvation has been sent to us! 27 The people in Jerusalem and their
leaders did not recognize Jesus as the one the prophets had spoken about.
Instead, they condemned him, and in doing this they fulfilled the prophets’ words
that are read every Sabbath. 28 They found no legal reason to execute him, but
they asked Pilate to have him killed anyway.

29 “When they had done all that the prophecies said about him, they took him
down from the cross? and placed him in a tomb. 30 But God raised him from the
dead! 31 And over a period of many days he appeared to those who had gone
with him from Galilee to Jerusalem. They are now his witnesses to the people of
Israel.

32 “And now we are here to bring you this Good News. The promise was made
to our ancestors, 33 and God has now fulfilled it for us, their descendants, by
raising Jesus. This is what the second psalm says about Jesus:

‘You are my Son.
Today | have become your Father.!”

34 For God had promised to raise him from the dead, not leaving him to rot in
the grave. He said, ‘I will give you the sacred blessings | promised to David.™ 35
Another psalm explains it more fully: “You will not allow your Holy One to rot in
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the grave.’! 36 This is not a reference to David, for after David had done the will
of God in his own generation, he died and was buried with his ancestors, and his
body decayed. 37 No, it was a reference to someone else—someone whom God
raised and whose body did not decay.

38 MBrothers, listen! We are here to proclaim that through this man Jesus there
is forgiveness for your sins. 39 Everyone who believes in him is declared right
with God—something the law of Moses could never do. 40 Be careful! Don't let
the prophets’ words apply to you. For they said,

41 ‘Look, you mockers,
be amazed and die!
For | am doing something in your own day,
something you wouldn't believe
even if someone told you about it.'”

42 As Paul and Barnabas left the synagogue that day, the people begged them
to speak about these things again the next week. 43 Many Jews and devout
converts to Judaism followed Paul and Barnabas, and the two men urged them
to continue to rely on the grace of God.

Paul Turns to the Gentiles

44 The following week almost the entire city turned out to hear them preach the
word of the Lord. 45 But when some of the Jews saw the crowds, they were
jealous; so they slandered Paul and argued against whatever he said.

46 Then Paul and Barnabas spoke out boldly and declared, “It was necessary
that we first preach the word of God to you Jews. But since you have rejected it
and judged yourselves unworthy of eternal life, we will offer it to the Gentiles. 47
For the Lord gave us this command when he said,

‘I have made you a light to the Gentiles,
to bring salvation to the farthest corners of the earth.’ ™"

48 When the Gentiles heard this, they were very glad and thanked the Lord for
his message; and all who were chosen for eternal life became believers. 49 So
the Lord’s message spread throughout that region.

50 Then the Jews stirred up the influential religious women and the leaders of
the city, and they incited a mob against Paul and Barnabas and ran them out of
town. 51 So they shook the dust from their feet as a sign of rejection and went to
the town of Iconium. 52 And the believers™ were filled with joy and with the Holy
Spirit.

A two-state peace isn't the Arab goal

President Obama does, of course, as he made clear in
welcoming Israel's Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu to
the White House on Monday. So does former President
George W. Bush, who began advocating Palestinian
statehood in 2002 and continued until his final days in office. The Democratic
Party's national platform endorses a two-state solution; the Republican platform
does, too. The UN Security Council unanimously reaffirmed its support a few
days ago. The European Union is strongly in favor as well — so strongly that the
EU's foreign-policy chief, Javier Solana, has been warning Israel that its relations
with Europe "will be very, very different" if it drops the two-state ball.

Pope Benedict XVI called for a Palestinian state during his recent visit to the Holy
Land, thereby aligning himself — on this issue, at least — with the editorial
boards of The New York Times, The Boston Globe, The Washington Post, and
The Los Angeles Times. And, for that matter, with most Israelis. A new poll
shows 58 percent of the Israeli public backing a two-state solution; prominent
supporters include Netanyahu's three predecessors — former prime ministers
Ehud Olmert, Ariel Sharon, and Ehud Barak — as well as president Shimon
Peres.

The consensus, it would seem, is overwhelming. As Henri Guaino, a senior
adviser to French President Nicolas Sarkozy, put it in speaking to reporters on
Sunday: "Everyone wants peace. The whole world wants a Palestinian state."

It isn't going to happen.

International consensus or no, the two-state solution is a chimera. Peace will not
be achieved by granting sovereignty to the Palestinians, because Palestinian
sovereignty has never been the Arabs' goal. Time and time again, a two-state
solution has been proposed. Time and time again, the Arabs have turned it
down.
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PALESTINE In 1936, when Palestine was still under British
rule, a royal commission headed by Lord Peel
was sent to investigate the steadily worsening
Arab violence. After a detailed inquiry, the Peel
P Commission concluded that "an irrepressible
conflict has arisen between two national
communities within the narrow bounds of one
. o small country.” It recommended a two-state
solution — a partition of the land into separate
Tl Arab and Jewish states. "Partition offers a

G = chance of ultimate peace," the commission

K. reported. "No other plan does."

But the Arab leaders, more intent on preventing
= Jewish sovereignty in Palestine than in
achieving a state for themselves, rejected the
_ Peel plan out of hand. The foremost Palestinian
Egypt = leader, Haj Amin al-Husseini, actively supported
the Nazi regime in Germany. In return, Husseini
wrote in his memoirs, Hitler promised him "a free
hand to eradicate every last Jew from Palestine
and the Arab world."

with a two-state proposal. Again they spurned it.

Like the Peel Commission, the United Nations
concluded that only a division of the land into adjacent states, one Arab and one
Jewish, could put an end to the conflict. On Nov. 29, 1947, the UN General
Assembly debated — and by a vote of 33-13 adopted — Resolution 181,
partitioning Palestine on the basis of population. Had the Arabs accepted the UN
decision, the Palestinian state that "the whole world wants" would today be 61
years old. Instead, the Arab League vowed to block Jewish sovereignty by
waging "a war of extermination and a momentous massacre."

Over and over this pattern has been repeated. Following its stunning victory in
the 1967 Six Day War, Israel offered to exchange the land it had won for
permanent peace with its neighbors. From their summit in Khartoum came the
Arabs' notorious response: "No peace with Israel, no negotiations with Israel, no
recognition of Israel.”

At Camp David in 2000, Ehud Barak offered the Palestinians virtually everything
they claimed to be seeking — a sovereign state with its capital in East
Jerusalem, 97 percent of the West Bank and Gaza Strip, tens of billions of dollars
in "compensation” for the plight of Palestinian refugees. Yasser Arafat refused
the offer, and launched the bloodiest wave of terrorism in Israel's history.
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To this day, the charters of Hamas and Fatah, the two main Palestinian factions,
call for Israel's liquidation. "The whole world" may want peace and a Palestinian
state, but the Palestinians want something very different. Until that changes,
there is no two-state solution.

A popular anti-Jewish myth that gained widespreaztptance was
the notion that Jews murdered Christians becawsertbed blood to
perform satanic rites—the charge of ritual murdeblood libel It
was believed that Jews, usually led by rabbis, &pged Christian
children on Jewish holidays in order to bleed therdeath for
occult rituals.
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According to medieval myth, Jews thought the Claisblood could
purge the diseases caused by their own corruptibtwacure the
wounds caused by circumcision. Christians beligbhatl Jews mixed
the blood in their ritual foods at Passover in otdesanctify them.
Some thought that the captive Christians were fiagcin order to
reenact Christ's murder. If a Christian child wasrdered near
Easter or Passover, there was a good chance tahtlevs would
be massacred. Into the late nineteenth and eaeytigth centuries,
at least two dozen ritual murder trials took plac€entral and
Eastern Europe.

This accusation led to severe consequences for. déove than sixty Jewish
communities were burned to the ground with allttlbecupants killed. In cities in
Switzerland and Germany—Basel, Cologne, Strasb@ung Mainz—Jews were tortured
and, in some cases, burned to death in bonfiresst@m writers rationalized the attacks
on Jews, claiming that Jews deserved death fongilesus and for taking unfair
economic advantage of Christians.

The Catholic Church continued it’s lies and prot@the no friend of the true Christ or of
His Heavenly Father, nor of God’s promised people.
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Pope Innocent 11l convened the Fourth Lateran Cibim@215. The Council set forth a
number of regulations that would make Jews idetii&é in Christian society.

In France, Jews were to wear yellow badges, oftand in shape. In
Germany, Jews were required to wear pointed haddition, Jews
were banned from holding public office and weréidden to
appear in public during Holy Week. Jews were atégpiired to pay a
tax to their local Christian clergy. As James Chexgplains in
Constantine’s Swordthe Fourth Lateran Council fundamentally
changed the situation of Jews both legally andldggcally.” (p.

More
often, He uses signs of nature as remedial judggrterdall nations to repentance. He has
always spoken to the world through signs of natOme example that comes readily to
mind is the birth of Jesus when God placed a spkgid in the heavens. Another is

when Jesus was crucified and the earth experigihcee hours of darkness and a major
earthquake.

Do all natural catastrophes represent remediaimgigs of God? No - most are just the
products of the natural processes of our weatlstesys in a fallen world. How then can
we determine when a natural calamity is a remgddgment?

One important factor is the timing of the eventitaslates to the sins of the nation.
Another factor is the magnitude of the event. Raalgddgments are designed to have
great shock value in order to capture people’sititte and force them to think with an
eternal perspective. The most important factorag’& Spirit witnessing to the spirits of
those to whom He has given the gift of prophecyeylwill be motivated to speak forth
with a united voice.

We also established the fact that the Holy Biblevtes us with many signs we are to
watch for that will signal the soon return of Je€lmsist. One sign in and of itself is not a
big deal. Throughout the years, people have oft#ras if they were living in the end
times based on world events.

The difference between then and now?

Never before, in the span of human history, haveany specific signs occurred or have
they been occurring at the same time to make tifidrient of those end-times
prophecies possible!

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Dear Business-Builder,

I've avoided writing about this situation here for months. But now, it's getting
to the point where it could hurt you. | can’t, in all good conscience, stay silent
and let that happen.

Now, I’'m well aware that what I'm going to say will be controversial. The
truths I'm about to present will be welcomed by many of my readers. Many
others will be offended by these facts. For that, | can only apologize in advance
— and humbly suggest that if the truth offends you, it just might be a hint that
your point of view could benefit from an honest re-examination.

I’'m also aware that a few readers will complain that this is another “political”
article — and that | should shut the hell up and stick to what | know.
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Fair enough: | know this stuff. True, I'm only a high-school drop-out; self-
taught in the ways of the world. But had my first immersion in this very early in
life.

At the age of 12, | could tell you all about the Hegelian dialectic, the
foundations of Fabian socialism and the tenets of free market capitalism. Since
then, I've devoured the works of Keynes, von Mises, Friedman and many other
legendary economists.

Plus, to create the promotions | do every day for financial clients, I've spent
my life studying and writing about how the economy and the financial markets
work. | have to eat, sleep and breathe politics and economics just to do my job.

And although | have, by any measure, passed this 37-year long college-level
course in politics and economics with flying colors, | don’t mind telling you that |
spent several additional weeks researching and documenting the particulars in
this article.

Nevertheless, if it helps, you might try not thinking of this as a political article
or even an economic one. Think of it as an example of how a veteran copywriter
tackles a complex subject and makes it simple enough and entertaining enough
to engage the man on the street.

And no matter who you are, you would do well to heed the suggestions to
help you through this at the end of this article.

That said, let's dive in ...

They call this 800-pound gorilla the “Credit Crisis
— and whether you realize it yet or not,
it is the single greatest financial catastrophe
of your lifetime ...

It has probably already cost you tens of thousands of dollars and
crippled your retirement — whether you know it or not:  Depending on
where you live, this crisis has already slashed as much as 35% off the
value of your home. And since home equity is the #1 source of retirement
savings for most Americans, it is destroying the retirement dreams of
millions.

It has cost investors and retirees and pension fund s hundreds of
billions more:  Skyrocketing mortgage defaults have killed great
American institutions like Bear Stearns, Lehman Brothers, AIG,
Washington Mutual and more ... caused Washington to take control of
mortgage giants Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac ... and gutted the share
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value of nearly every U.S. bank and brokerage. Millions of people who
owned those stocks are now hundreds of billions; perhaps trillions of
dollars poorer.

It has launched U.S federal deficits through the ro  of: The attempt to
save our dying institutions has caused the U.S. government to spend $25
billion to rescue Bear Stearns ... another $80 billion to save American
Insurance Group (AIG) ... $200 billion to save Fannie and Freddie ... $165
billion on last spring’s stimulus package for consumers ... and in the next
few hours — a few days at the most — Washington will blow another $700
billion attempting to prevent a financial meltdown that could surpass the
Great Depression.

Altogether, that’'s more than $1 trillion (one thousand billion dollars!) spent
so far in an attempt to fight this crisis ... an attempt that may — or may not
— prevent, as Treasury Secretary Henry Paulson phrased it recently, “The
total meltdown of the entire U.S. financial system.”

It is crushing the dollar and killing jobs: A global loss of confidence in
Washington’s ability to manage the U.S. economy combined with the tidal
wave of paper dollars Washington has created to fight this crisis have
contributed to the greatest crash in the value of the U.S. dollar in ages and
raised the specter of hyper-inflation.

Plus, as banks get stingier with borrowers out of sheer self-defense, this
crisis is crushing corporate earnings and share prices. Private investors,
retirees, pension funds and institutions have lost more than $3 trillion in
the past 12 months alone.

And it has stalled the U.S. economy in its tracks. America’s three largest
automakers are now begging Congress for $25 billion to help them
survive. Unemployment is careening higher; costing legions of Americans
the ability to provide for their families.

It's pushing the U.S. economy relentlessly towards what may well be
a new Dark Age: With that $1 trillion plus, plus, PLUS being added to
America’s skyrocketing budget deficits for 2008 and 2009, there’s a real
danger this crisis will also crush the bond market ... send interest rates
exploding through the roof ... and trigger yet another, more intense phase
of business failures, stock market losses and soaring unemployment in the
months ahead.

And make no mistake:
It's not over yet. Notbya long shot.
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Compared to the losses now being suffered in every part of America’s $13
trillion economy, the $700 billion bank bailout that's being rammed through
Congress is like putting a Band-Aid on a sucking chest wound.

And remember: That money is just to save the banks that have already
suffered huge losses from past mortgage defaults. Not even Washington could
print enough money to stop the massive NEW tidal wave of mortgage defaults
that’s taking shape now.

The monthly payments on more than six million adjustable rate mortgages
with an estimated face value of $1.2 trillion are poised to reset in the months
ahead. Some of the payments on these loans are expected to more than
double. And many of them on homes that are no longer worth anywhere near
what buyers owe on them.

That means millions more mortgage defaults are dead ahead no matter what
Congress does. Millions more repossessed homes will flood onto the market and
homeowners will suffer even more dramatic losses of home equity as the glut of
unsold properties hammers the value of our homes into the ground.

And it means even greater pain for those who had counted on that equity to
see them through retirement.

It also means that lenders who are fighting for their companies’ lives will have
no choice but to continue raising credit requirements ... slashing credit limits ...
and denying loans to all but the most supremely qualified applicants.

And that, in turn, means that every manufacturer, wholesaler, retailer and
service business in America is now facing the specter of plunging sales, profits,
share prices and in all too many cases, bankruptcy.

As those companies slash jobs or vanish altogether, millions of family
paychecks will vanish, too. Nearly every American family is now a candidate for
having to live off their savings; many are sitting ducks for bankruptcy and
poverty. And every American child and even the as-yet unborn will suffer the
consequences and pay the price for decades to come.

But that's not what really scares me ...
What terrifies me ... what wakes me in a cold sweat ... is that the single most
corrupt, inefficient, incompetent and idiotic institution on face of the planet is now

trying to “fix” the problem.

And that especially frightens me because, the closer | examine the roots of
this crisis, the clearer it becomes that it was engineered almost entirely by the
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very bumbling buffoons who are now charged with ending it: The U.S.
government.

And yet nowhere in the media do | see anyone even trying to uncover the
roots of this crisis. What caused it? How can we make sure it will never happen
again?

And it's not like credit was available to low-income white people with no
savings, no down payment and lousy credit histories.

All that mattered was that
someone had used the “D” word, so something had to be done. Political
correctness demanded it.

And so, unfazed by the fact that lenders are supposed to be discriminating
when deciding who's a good credit risk — and blissfully unburdened by even the

And in no time flat, Jimmy’s Community Reinvestment Act — “CRA” for short —
had sailed through the Democratic Congress.

1992: The Fed drops a bombshell.  In what was then heralded as a

“And don’t even bother checking to see if the borrower has any income at all,”
said the Fed. “If you do ... and he doesn't ... and you deny the loan ... you're a
dirty, no good discriminator!”

“In fact, come to think of it,” the Fed mused, “if the applicant has participated
in a credit-counseling program, that means he’s now a responsible borrower.
Better grant him the loan or you're toast!”

“Oh. And also? Welfare payments and unemployment benefits are valid
income so you'd better include them when qualifying loan applicants.”

And so lenders did what they were told under penalty of law and the surge of
bad loans accelerated.

1995: Bill Clinton cranks it up a notch.  Thirty-six months later, still alarmed
at the “discrimination” the Fed had uncovered and eager to reward low-income
voters for sending Bubba to the White House, Andrew Cuomo — Clinton’s
secretary of Housing and Urban Development — investigated Fannie Mae for
racial discrimination.

“Fifteen years ago,” said Ludwig, “Congress passed the Community
Reinvestment Act. But the CRA has never achieved its full promise.

“The proposed reform package will channel billions of dollars a year in new
credit into America’s distressed communities.”

PLAIN ENGLISH TRANSLATION: Hey, lenders! You're still not giving
enough money to people who can’t — or won’'t — pay it back. This law ensures
that you will!
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“Don’t want to give loans to lousy credit risks?
“I'll fix you!”

Staggeringly idiotic. Right? But wait — the Clinton administration was only
getting warmed up.

According to the Los Angeles Times, the president and his Democratic
majority in Congress "... mandated that Fannie and Freddie increase their
purchases of mortgages for low-income and medium-income borrowers.
Operating under that requirement, Fannie Mae, in particular, has been
aggressive and creative in stimulating minority gains."

Then, the Clinton administration added the final kicker: Fannie, Freddie and
the nation’s lenders would be allowed to turn these subprime loans into securities
and sell them to financial institutions and investors world-wide!

$80 billion to low-income borrowers. And thanks to Clinton’s “refinements,” that
firm’s loans to low-income borrowers were well on their way to surging to over
$600 billion.
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“We just did what Congress  told us to do.”

So, one might ask, “Who was this virtuous lender that had increased its loans
to low-income people a whopping 59,900% in just over one decade?”

You guessed it: It was the very lender whose demise in 2007 turned out to
be the first domino to fall in the subprime lending mess: Countrywide Financial.

2001: Bush administration warns of impending doom. In Bush’s first
year in office, the White House’s chief economist, N. Gregory Mankiw, warned
Fannie and Freddie’s loans to unqualified borrowers and other complications at
the two institutions were creating a huge risk for the entire financial system.

Representative Barney Frank (D-MA) denounced Mankiw, accusing him of
having no "concern about housing."

The New York Times fell into lockstep with its Democratic masters in
Congress, reporting that Fannie Mae and Freddie Mac were "under heavy
assault by the Republicans,"” but that it was O.K. — because these entities still
had "important political allies" in the Democrats.

Congressional Democrats dug in their heels and made absolutely sure
nothing was done to address the impending crisis.

2003: The Bush administration tries to avert catast  rophe a second time.
Alarmed by fraud and abuses that had been discovered at Fannie and Freddie,
President Bush repeatedly urged Congress to pass a bill increasing oversight on
the two companies.

Bush’s Treasury Secretary, John Snow, told the House Financial Services
Committee, "There is a general recognition that the supervisory system for
housing-related government-sponsored enterprises neither has the tools, nor the
stature, to deal effectively with the current size, complexity and importance of
these enterprises.”

After the hearing, two Republican congressmen — Representative Michael G.
Oxley of Ohio, chairman of the Financial Services Committee, and Senator
Richard Shelby of Alabama, chairman of the Senate Banking Committee —
announced their intention to draft legislation based on the administration’s
proposal.

"We have seen in recent months that mismanagement and questionable
accounting practices went largely unnoticed” by the independent agency that
regulated Fannie and Freddie, said Oxley.

But once again, congressional Democrats and their lackeys in the media
scoffed at the Bush plan to save Fannie and Freddie. Some went so far as to
point at the plan as proof that Republicans hate minorities and poor people.

5. Expect stocks and mutual funds to plunge. If you own stocks — either
directly, in a mutual fund or ETF or through a retirement or pension plan — you
should seriously consider the risk you're taking with that money.
